· Teachers not assigned to workshops by this protocol are encouraged to apply for funding through the PD office.

	

	Priority 1: Newly hired teacher who has been promised (by the principal or superintendent) AP or IB training during the hiring process.



	Priority 2: A current teacher who has received an AP or IB assignment who has not prior training for that position.


	Priority 3: A current teacher who is teaching a New/Changed Curriculum. 



	Priority 4: A current AP or IB teacher who has not been to a workshop in three years.



	Priority 5: A current AP or IB teacher who has not been to a workshop in three years but who was scheduled but for whatever reason chose not to attend.



	Priority 6: A teacher not currently teaching nor scheduled to teach an AP or IB course who is interested in gaining knowledge of the program and course curriculum for possible future use or for an administrative role.
